Comments 
of zRMS: 

Acetamipirid. PECgw values for active substance metabolites IM-1-2, IM-1-4, IM-1-5 and 
IC-0 are below the trigger value of 0.1 µg/L. 
Deltamethrin. PECgw values for active substance metabolite Br2CA is below the trigger 
value of 0.1 µg/L. 
Therefore, the relevance assessment of these metabolites according to the stepwise proce-
dure of the EC guidance document SANCO/221/2000 – rev.10 is not required. 

10.1 General information 
None of the metabolites of acetamiprid and deltamethrin  are predicted to occur in groundwater at con-
centrations above 0.1 µg/L (see PART B Section 8 of CHR/I/ADEL 280 SC).  
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
