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REGULATION 
OF THE NATIONAL BROADCASTING COUNCIL

of 27 April 2011

concerning the deadlines for submitting as well as the scope of Financial and Programme plans of projects involving pursuance of the public mission 
by public radio and television broadcasting organizations
(official journal “Dz.U.” of 16 May 2011)

Pursuant to Article 21 paragraph 4 of the Broadcasting Act of 29 December 1992 (official journal “Dz.U.” of 2011, No. 43, item 226 and No. 85, item 459), it is hereby ordered as follows:

§ 1. This Regulation sets down:

1)
deadlines for submission, by public radio and television broadcasting organizations, of Financial and Programme plans of projects involving performance of tasks referred to in Article 21 paragraph 1 and 1a of the the Broadcasting Act of 29 December 1992, hereinafter referred to as the “Act”, that require financing from public funds, hereinafter referred to as the “Financial and Programme Plans”;

2)
the scope of Financial and Programme Plans.

§ 2. Public radio and television broadcasting organizations shall submit annual Financial and Programme Plans for the next calendar year by 15 April.

§ 3. Public radio and television broadcasting organizations shall submit annual Financial and Programme Plans for each of the transmitted programme services.

§ 4. 1. Financial and Programme Plans shall cover, in particular:

1)
production and transmission of programme services referred to in Article 21 paragraph 1a points 1 and 2 of the Act: 

a) 
national programme services:

- programme services: I and II of the Polish TV “Telewizja Polska - Spółka Akcyjna",

- programme services: I - IV of the Polish Radio "Polskie Radio - Spółka Akcyjna",
b) 
regional programme services,
c) 
programme services for local communities, transmitted by regional radio companies,
d) 
specialized programme services transmitted by the Polish TV "Telewizja Polska - Spółka Akcyjna" and the Polish Radio "Polskie Radio - Spółka Akcyjna" on the basis of a license;

2)
transmission of programme services in the Polish language and in other languages for receivers abroad and educational programmes for schools and other educational institutions;

3)
construction and operation of radio and television transmitters and relay stations;

4)
work on new technologies of production and transmission of radio and television programme services.

2. The Financial and Programme Plans shall include the costs of operation and development of public radio and television broadcasting organizations, planned by these organizations to finance the implementation of tasks referred to in paragraph 1 that require financing from funds referred to in Article 31 paragraph 1 and 2 of the Act.

§ 5. When drafting the Financial and Programme Plans relating to the production and transmission of programme services, public radio and television broadcasting organizations shall take into account the tasks resulting from the pursuance of the public mission, referred to in Article 21 paragraph 1 and 1a of the Act as regards information, journalism, culture, entertainment, education and sports, referred to in § 6-12.

§ 6. 1. When drafting the Financial and Programme Plans relating to the production and transmission of national programme services, the Polish TV "Telewizja Polska - Spółka Akcyjna" shall include programmes pursuing the public mission, referred to in Article 21 paragraph 1 and 1a of the Act, including:

1) 
as regards information, in particular:

a) political, economic, commercial, social and cultural programmes, reflecting the overall diversity of events and developments in the country and abroad,

b) free electoral programmes referred to in the Act of 5 January 2011 - the Elections Code (official journal “Dz.U.” No. 21, item 112, No. 26, item 134 and No. 94, item 550),

c) explanation and presentation of state policy by supreme bodies of the State referred to in Article 22 paragraph 2 of the Act,

d) positions of political parties, trade unions and employers' organizations on essential public matters referred to in Article 23 paragraph 1 and 2 of the Act, 
e) information on unpaid activities carried out by public benefit organizations referred to in Article 23a paragraph 1 of the Act,

f) programmes on road conditions, various types of threats and weather phenomena;

2) 
as regards journalism - programmes supporting unbiased evolution of public attitudes and formation of public opinion, enabling citizens and their organizations to participate in public life by presenting different views and approaches, in particular:

a) domestic and international journalist programmes: political, economic, commercial, social i cultural,

b) TV reports and documentaries,

c) debates referred to in the Act of 5 January 2011 - the Elections Code;

3) 
as regards culture, in particular:

a) programmes presenting works and popularizing familiarity with various fields of art and culture,

b) information on current developments in various fields of culture and cultural reports, supporting the selection of an active form of participation in cultural life, 
c) documentaries, including films by artists under the age of 30, 
d) reports and other forms presenting the diversity of the Polish culture,

e) feature films: TV films (including feature films series) and cinema films co-produced by the Polish TV "Telewizja Polska - Spółka Akcyjna",

f) theater productions, including TV theater plays and stage plays recorded on audiovisual data carriers, including productions by artists under the age of 30,

g) discussions and broadcasts of major artistic events in the field of classical and contemporary music,

h) presentation of classical and contemporary music performances,

i) programmes enabling viewing works of art and culture,

j) broadcasts and reports from celebrations and cultural events related to national holidays and other major events;

4) 
as regards education - popularizing knowledge in various fields, in particular:

a) documentaries, TV reports, popular science programmes relating to various fields of science and technology, including description of new technologies,

b) documentaries, popular science programmes and wildlife and ecology advice programmes,

c) films and documentary series as well as docudramas relating to Poland’s history,

d) popular science and advice programmes popularizing knowledge about the Polish language,

e) programmes devoted to civic education, including programmes raising the awareness of the electoral law and the powers of elected representatives, 

f) advice programmes on law,

g) advice programmes on health,

h) programmes fostering intellectual, aesthetic and social development of children and youth;

5) 
as regards sports - programmes promoting a healthy lifestyle and presenting events of national and international importance, in particular including:

a) programmes dedicated to active recreation and supporting recreational sports initiatives and promoting sports amongst children and youth,
b) broadcasts and reports of sports events of major national and international importance;

6) 
as regards entertainment - various forms of audiovisual entertainment with particular emphasis on the contribution of Polish artists and performers.

2. When drafting the Financial and Programme Plans within the scope referred to in paragraph 1 points 1 and 2, the Polish TV "Telewizja Polska - Spółka Akcyjna” shall include in particular news and current affairs programmes documenting political, economic and cultural aspects of the Polish society, the process of democratic self-organization of the society in organizations and associations and the process of democratic governance by the local self-government. 
3. When drafting the Financial and Programme Plans referred to in paragraph 1, the Polish TV "Telewizja Polska - Spółka Akcyjna” shall include programmes catering to religious needs of viewers.

§ 7. 1. When drafting the Financial and Programme Plans relating to the production and transmission of regional programme services, the Polish TV "Telewizja Polska - Spółka Akcyjna" shall include programmes pursuing the public mission, referred to in Article 21 paragraph 1 and 1a of the Act, including:

3. When drafting the Financial and Programme Plans referred to in paragraph 1, the Polish TV "Telewizja Polska - Spółka Akcyjna” shall include programmes catering to religious needs of viewers.

§ 8. When drafting the Financial and Programme Plans relating to the production and transmission of thematic programme services, the Polish TV "Telewizja Polska - Spółka Akcyjna" shall include programme types in keeping with the theme defined in the license.

§ 9. 1. When drafting the Financial and Programme Plans relating to the production and transmission of national programme services, the Polish Radio "Polskie Radio - Spółka Akcyjna” shall include programmes pursuing the public mission, referred to in Article 21 paragraph 1 and 1a of the Act, including: 
1) 
as regards information, in particular:

a) 
political, economic, commercial, social and cultural programmes, reflecting the overall diversity of events and developments in the country and abroad,

b) 
free electoral programmes, referred to in the Act of 5 January 2011 - the Elections Code,

When drafting the Financial and Programme Plans within the scope referred to in paragraph 1 points 1 and 2, the Polish Radio "Polskie Radio - Spółka Akcyjna” shall include in particular news and current affairs programmes documenting political, economic and cultural aspects of the Polish society, the process of democratic self-organization of the society in organizations and associations and the process of democratic governance by the local self-government. 
3. When drafting the Financial and Programme Plans referred to in paragraph 1, the Polish Radio "Polskie Radio - Spółka Akcyjna” shall include programmes catering to religious needs of receivers.

§ 10. When drafting the Financial and Programme Plans relating to the production and transmission of thematic programme services, the Polish Radio "Polskie Radio - Spółka Akcyjna" shall include programme types in keeping with the theme defined in the license.

§ 11. 1. When drafting the Financial and Programme Plans relating to the production and transmission of regional programme services, regional radio companies shall include programmes pursuing the public mission, referred to in Article 21 paragraph 1 and 1a of the Act, including:

1) 
as regards information, in particular:

a) 
programmes presenting diversity of events and developments in the region,

b) 
political, economic, commercial, social and cultural information,

c) 
for national and ethnic minorities and for communities using the regional language, programmes created in the languages of these minorities and communities, 

d) 
free electoral programmes, referred to in the Act of 5 January 2011 - the Elections Code,

e) 
positions of political parties, trade unions and employers' organizations on essential public matters referred to in Article 23 paragraph 1 and 2 of the Act, 
f) 
information on unpaid activities carried out by public benefit organizations referred to in Article 23a paragraph 1 of the Act,

g) 
programmes on road conditions, various types of threats and weather phenomena;

2) 
as regards journalism - programmes supporting unbiased evolution of public attitudes and formation of public opinion, enabling citizens and their organizations to participate in public life of the region by presenting different views and approaches, in particular:

various artistic forms of dramatized plays for children and young people, including stories, tales and radio plays,

g) 
prose and poetry read on the air, 

h) 
radio artistic reportage,

i) 
classical and contemporary music concerts and broadcasts and discussions on major artistic events in the field of classical and contemporary music, 
j) 
classical and contemporary music performances, 
k) 
programmes facilitating the reception of works of art and culture,

l)

presentation of the folk music of the region;

as regards education - programmes popularizing knowledge in various fields, in particular:

a) 
popular science programmes relating to various fields of science and technology, including discussion on new technologies,

reports and other types of programmes on the history of the region,

c) 
popular science and advice programmes popularizing knowledge about the Polish language,

d) 
programmes devoted to civic education, including programmes raising the awareness of the electoral law and the powers of elected representatives, 

e) 
advice programmes on law, ecology and health,

f) 
programmes fostering intellectual, aesthetic and social development of children and youth;

5) 
as regards sports - programmes promoting a healthy lifestyle through physical activity and presenting events of regional and national importance, in particular including:

a) 
programmes dedicated to active recreation, supporting recreational sports initiatives and promoting sports amongst children and youth,

b) 
broadcasts and reports of sports events of major regional, national and international importance in the territory covered by the programme service;

6) 
as regards entertainment - various forms of entertainment works with particular emphasis on the contribution of Polish artists and performers, including regional artists and performers.

2. When drafting the Financial and Programme Plans within the scope referred to in paragraph 1 points 1 and 2, regional radio companies shall include in particular news and current affairs programmes documenting political, economic and cultural aspects of regional communities, the process of democratic self-organization of regional communities in organizations and associations and the process of democratic governance by the local self-government. 
3. When drafting the Financial and Programme Plans referred to in paragraph 1, regional radio companies shall include programmes catering to religious needs of viewers.

§ 12. 1. When drafting the Financial and Programme Plans relating to the production and transmission of programme services for local communities, regional radio companies shall include programmes pursuing the public mission, referred to in Article 21 paragraph 1 and 1a of the Act, including:

1) 
as regards information, in particular:

a) 
political, economic, commercial, social i cultural programmes presenting diversity of events in the city and in the area covered by the broadcasts,

b) 
programmes on road conditions, various types of threats and weather phenomena;

2) 
as regards journalism, in particular:

a) 
programmes devoted to political, economic, commercial, social and cultural issues of the city and in the area covered by the broadcasts,

b) 
reports and other documentaries;

3) 
as regards culture, in particular:

a) 
information on current developments in various fields of culture and art as well as cultural reports, supporting the selection of an active form of participation in cultural life, taking into account the changing forms of the reception of culture,

b) 
programmes popularizing artists and artistic groups operating in the city and in the area covered by the broadcasts,

c) 
radio reportage and other forms presenting the culture and art of the city and the area covered by the broadcasts.

2. When drafting the Financial and Programme Plans within the scope referred to in paragraph 1 points 1 and 2, regional radio companies shall include in particular news and current affairs programmes documenting political, economic and cultural aspects of local communities, the process of democratic self-organization of those communities in organizations and associations and the process of democratic governance in the city and the area covered by the broadcasts. 
§ 13.1. The Financial and Programme Plans of the public radio and television broadcasting organizations as regards production and transmission of programme services referred to in § 4 paragraph 1 point 1, shall contain the following information:

1) 
name of the programme service;
2) 
the number of hours planned during the calendar year of programmes produced or purchased and transmitted, both one-off and cyclic, in the programmes referred to in § 6-12, as well as the percentage share of those programmes in the programme service during the calendar year;
3) 
the planned frequency and duration during the week of the programmes referred to in § 6-12;
4) 
planned transmission hours of the programmes referred to in § 6-12;
5) 
title or subject or a brief description of characteristic features of programmes or programme cycles planned as part of the programme referred to in § 6-12;
6) 
planned target audience of the programmes referred to in § 6-12, including programmes for minors with due regard for age groups, as defined in the Regulation of the National Broadcasting Council of 23 June 2005 concerning the classification of programmes or other broadcasts that might have an adverse impact upon a healthy physical, mental or moral development of minors and programmes or other broadcasts intended for a given age group of minors, use of graphic symbols and forms of announcements (official journal “Dz.U.” No. 130, item 1089);
7) 
with regard to public television broadcasting organizations: planned programmes amongst those specified in § 6-8:

a) 
created based on a screenplay originally produced in the Polish language and whose original recording was done in the Polish language,

b) 
produced by the broadcaster,

c) 
European works,

d) 
European programmes created by independent producers;

8) 
list of the technical and staging resources needed to complete the Project.
2. Public radio and television broadcasting organizations shall submit the Financial and Programme Plans to the programme council, which shall give its opinion on these plans within a time limit set by the management board of the company.

§ 14.1. As part of the Financial and Programme Plan, public radio and television broadcasting organizations shall submit, for each project referred to in Article 21 paragraph 1 and 1a of the Act, figures concerning:

1) 
the total cost of the project with an indication of direct costs, indirect costs and general and overhead expenses within the meaning of Article 28 paragraph 3 of the Accounting Act of 29 September 1994 (official journal “Dz.U.” of 2009 No. 152, item 1223, No. 157, item 1241 and No. 165, item 1316 and of 2010, No. 47, item 278);

2) 
sources of financing the costs of the project with an indication of the various types of income within the meaning of the Regulation of the National Broadcasting Council of 22 April 2008 concerning the manner of keeping records and documents by public radio and television broadcasting companies based on accounting principles and the manner of preparing reports submitted by boards of management of these companies to the National Broadcasting Council (official journal “Dz.U.” No. 84, item 515 and of 2010, No. 259, item 1776); 
3) 
cost associated with repair and maintenance of technical equipment used for:

a) 
creating the programme service and implementation of other tasks by public radio and television broadcasting organizations in pursuance of public mission tasks, assigned to a specific place of use in the production process,

b) 
transmission of programme services;

4) 
expenditure associated with new investments, including expansion, modernization and purchases necessary to maintain the technical base and premises used for:

a) 
creating the programme service and implementation of other tasks by public radio and television broadcasting organizations in pursuance of public mission tasks, assigned to a specific place of use in the production process,

b) 
transmission of programme services.

2. Direct costs, indirect costs and general and overhead expenses shall be stated with an indication of major cost components.

§ 14a. As part of the Financial and Programme Plan, public radio and television broadcasting organizations may present to the National Broadcasting Council self-regulation legislation related to the performance of tasks, referred to in Article. 21 paragraph. 1 i 1a of the Act, that require financing from public funds.

§ 15. In 2011 public radio and television broadcasting organizations shall submit Financial and Programme Plans, referred to in § 1, for the year 2012 within a time limit until 31 May 2011.

§ 16. The Regulation shall come into force on the date of its promulgation.
