Targeted Stakeholders

applicants (beneficiaries; not affiliated entities) from 3 different 
eligible countries.

• CSA call is NOT restriced by article 12.6



What we DO want

• A proposal that will support and connect the pilot projects and elevate 
their impact in replication and scalability to the next level

• A proposal that bridges different communities and different levels of 
public administration with GenAI providers and innovators

• Promoting outreach and visibility to build a vibrant GenAI4EU community
• Wide access to the Public Admin community



What we DON'T want

• Proposals developing AI solutions (This is a coordination action!)
• Focusing only one kind of public administration or one type (e.g. local / 

regional / national) of community within the GenAI & public administration 
space

• Proposed activities focusing only on a small geographic region in the EU
• Focus only on the pilot projects and their use cases
• Duplicating activities of and overlapping responsibilities with the pilot 

projects
