· developing the content of auditory and laboratory exercises;
· development of didactic aids, in particular textbooks, scripts and computer presentations, as well as instructions for laboratory exercises for the objects being carried out, and making them available for inspection (control) by the division manager;

· conducting colloquia, tests and other control and verification activities;
· participation in organizational work for the teaching process;
· participation in research activities;
