grants professional entitlements (licences) in geodesy and cartography and 
manages a register of authorised persons

cooperates with foreign and international, specialised institutions and 
authorities as well as with local governments and professional organisations

• Head Office of Geodesy and Cartography (GUGiK) is Poland's main spatial 
data provider. The role of GUGiK is to provide access to current spatial data 
and manage national spatial data infrastructure (NSDI). 

• Spatial data in Poland is collected in the registers by many central institutions 
and local government units at all levels. 

• The largest and the most important resources of spatial data is collected on 
the basis of the Geodetic and Cartographic Law. 

• GUGiK is focused on data acquisition, digitalisation of geodesy and integration 
of e-services providing easy access to data for a wide range of users 
(environment, investment process, spatial planning, energy, etc.). 
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All data is available at geoportal.gov.pl - via network services  
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The Geoportal is a primary 

tool to access the spatial 

data sets and services 

provided by GUGiK and 

many other public 

institutions.

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Register of names in Poland

• The PRNG is a relational database managed by Oracle 19c

• for everyday work on the database we use the QGIS software with a 
dedicated plug-in developed as part of our own work



Register of names in Poland

• the database consists of names of geographic objects with attributes and 
location of the named object

• the initial database was created in 1995 on the basis of post-war legal acts
on offical names, naming publications, topographic maps and other
cartographical resources

• the name is represented by a point or group of points:
• point object – single main point

• linear object – point of the begin and point of the end and additional points

• area object - main point and additional points

• the database contains official, standardized and non-standardized names

Register of names in Poland

• we update and verify PRNG on a daily basis

• after 1st January of each year, we update PRNG according to changes
resulting from the formal regulations on changes in administrative borders 
and establishing, changing or removal official names of towns and 
physiographic objects

Register of Polish Geographical Names of the World 

• The Register of Polish Geographical Names of the World was established at the end of 2021 and currently 
contains 13,448 names of geographical objects located outside Poland.

• The source of data for the register was the publication "Official List of Polish Geographical Names of the 
World" - developed by the Commission on Standardization of Geographical Names Outside the Republic of 
Poland (KSNG) in the form of a Word document (over 800 pages)

Work on creating a register of geographical names of the world consisted of developing processes in the FME software to 
identify individual objects and attributes contained in the list of names saved in a text document (doc.) and saving them 
to the ORACLE database.

Register of Polish Geographical Names of the World 

• The register is maintained in the form of 
a spatial database containing, in 
particular, the Polish names of countries, 
non-self-governing territories, 
administrative units, localities and major 
physiographic objects, along with their 
attributes containing detailed 
information about the name itself and 
the described object.

• The register includes the names of 
objects from all continents, as well as 

the names of undersea objects.

• The Register of Polish Geographical Names of the World contains standardized names, adopted and 
recommended for use by the Commission on Standardization of Geographical Names Outside the Republic of 
Poland (KSNG)



• All objects (names) collected in the PRNG database have a spatial reference - geographical
coordinates in the World Geodetic System 1984 (WGS84).

• Geographical objects outside Poland are described with 37 attributes, in particular:

• The presentation of a geographical object located outside Poland depends on its geometry and is 
represented by:

a) point - in the case of geographical objects of a point nature

b) group of points - in the case of geographical objects of linear and surface nature.



Register of Polish Geographical Names of the World 

• The register of Polish geographic names of the world is updated on a regular basis, based on resolutions
of the Commission on Standardization of Geographical Names Outside the Republic of Poland and verified 
on the basis of others source materials in the field of geographical names.

• The next stage of work will be
supplying the database with 
Polish names of buildings and 
other urban objects located 
outside Poland (about 1,800 
names of objects), which the 
Commission is still working on.

• We use the QGIS software for 
everyday work on the database.
