If you intend to transfer explosives for civil uses classified in class 1 of dangerous materials (specified in Annex A to the European Agreement concerning the International Carriage of Dangerous Goods by Road - the so-called ADR), you may do that under the principles specified in the Act of 21 June 2002 on the explosives for civil uses (Journal of Laws of 2022, item 2378). Please note that the provisions of the Act on the explosives for civil uses do not violate the principles of transferring dangerous materials by particular means of transport as mentioned in other provisions.

Explosives for civil uses classified in class 1 of dangerous materials, as specified in Annex A to the ADR, may be placed on the market if they fulfil basic safety requirements and are CE marked.

The recipient must receive the approval granted by the Minister of Economic Development and Technology in order to transfer explosives for civil uses. The transport operator carrying explosives and the recipient of explosives are obliged to provide competent authorities of the state, from or to or through which the explosives are transferred, with any and all information on the explosives being transferred and their transfers, as requested.

Which documents do you have to submit?

If you are the recipient of explosives for civil uses, in the first place you shall submit the application for granting the approval for transfers of explosives for civil uses.

If you are a recipient from the European Union or any state of the European Free Trade Association (EFTA) - Parties to the Agreement on the European Economic Area and the Swiss Confederation, please attach to the application:
1. the original of the intra-Community transfer of explosives document issued in the state of its headquarters or place of residence in accordance with the provisions of the Commission Decision of 15 April 2004 on an Intra-Community transfer of explosives document (2004/388/EC as amended);

2. a copy of the declaration of conformity for explosives for civil uses with its translation from a foreign language into Polish by a sworn translator;
3. a proof of payment of the stamp duty. 

Where can you submit the application with all required documents?

You may also submit the application with annexes by means of electronic communication, if signed with qualified electronic signature, trusted signature or personal signature, provided that you submit the intra-Community transfer of explosives document in paper version only.

For how long will you receive the approval?

As a rule, the validity period is 1 year from the date of the issue.
When won’t you receive the approval?
If you do not fulfil the requirements specified in the Act on the explosives for civil uses and the Regulation of the Minister for Economic Development concerning the template of application for granting the approval for transfers of explosives for civil uses  The reason may be a threat to defence, state security, public order or environment.

What is the completion date?
Up to 30 days from the date of submitting the application.
Up to 2 months if your case is particularly complex.
How much do you have to pay?

The fee to be paid before submitting the application is PLN 82.00. If you submit a power of attorney, you pay an additional stamp duty in the amount of PLN 17.00.

When can you collect the decision?

You will receive the decision by registered letter with acknowledgement of receipt.
Definitions:
Explosives mean solid or liquid chemical substances or mixtures of substances capable by chemical reaction of producing gases at such a temperature and pressure and at such a speed as to cause damage to the surroundings, as well as articles containing explosive substances classified in class 1, as specified in Annex A to the ADR.
Transfers mean any factual act of transferring explosives for civil uses, excluding pyrotechnic articles, within the Member States of the European Union, the Member States of the European Free Trade Association (EFTA) - Parties to the Agreement on the European Economic Area and the Swiss Confederation, excluding acts of transferring them within one and the same location.
