· PhD degree in the field of exact and natural sciences or engineering and technical sciences; a PhD in physical sciences, mathematics, or technical sciences, preferably in electronics or computer science, will be an advantage,

· predispositions to research and teaching, experience in teaching is required,

· ability to conduct classes in Polish,

· ability to write scientific articles in Polish and English (at least B2 level of English required), 

· ability to work in a team and be flexible (able to work on Saturdays and Sundays), 

· very good knowledge of the MATLAB computational environment and of Python, PyTorch, or TensorFlow,

· very good knowledge of topics in electromagnetic field theory, radio wave propagation, and determination of radio channel transmission parameters,

· very good knowledge of issues related to the measurement and analysis of random signals.

Expected scope of duties:
