· Conducting tests, exams, and other assessment activities;
· Participating in organizational work for the benefit of the educational process;

5. knowledge of English in speaking and writing at the level necessary to conduct didactic as well as scientific and research activities;
6. experience in carrying out as-built measurements for construction purposes, examining deformations and determining displacements during and after construction, and in the surveying layout and alignment design of transportation routes.
7. experience in conducting classes in the following subjects: “Detailed geodetic measurements”, “Geodetic measurement technique”, “Geodesy in communication construction”, “Engineering geodesy”, “Special geodetic measurements”, “Mobile Mapping Systems”;
8. proficient in operating a wide range of surveying equipment: robotic/smart-station total stations, terrestrial laser scanners (TLS), and digital levels, including the latest measurement technologies such as SLAM, LiDAR, track measurement trolleys, and mobile mapping systems.
