Minutes
of the third Meeting of the Polish-Esionian Intergovernmental Committee

for Interregional Co-operation

On 24 January 2005, the third meeting of the Polish — Estonian Intergovernmental Committee
for Interregional Co-operation, hereinafter referred to as “the Committee” was held in

Warsaw on the territory of the Republic of Poland (see Appendix 1 for the list of participants).

The Polish Side of the Committee was chaired by Mr. Pawet Dakowski, Under-Secretary
of State at the Ministry of Internal Affairs and Administration in the Republic of Poland.

The Estonian Side of the Committee was chaired by Mrs. Einike Uri, Deputy Secretary
General for Population and Regional Affairs in Minisiry of the Interior in the Republic of

Estonia.

Having regard to the accession of the Republic of Poland and the Republic of Estonia to the
EU, the Committee resolved to alter the rules of co-operation within its framework. Due to
low efficiency of actions and the superannuation of some of co-operation areas, the Parties

validated the liquidation of the heretofore operating working groups:

- for co-operation of regions in the scope of European Integration,
- for economic co-operation,

- for environment.

The Committee received information regarding the initiated bilateral relations and the
proposals to expand co-operation within the scope of:
- the exchange of schoolchildren thanks to creation of special school-educational
programmes and pointing to their source of finance;
- undertaking enterprises, especially economic missions, fairs and exhibitions that aim
at developing relations among entrepreneurs,
- the mutual promotion of tourism of both countries that lay emphasis on the regions of
great tourist values;
- the preparation of projects that shall focus on the exchange of experience with regard

to obtaining structural funds.



The Committee decided that these subject will be discussed during the meetings, concerning

the subjects. The meetings will be organised by:

o Municipalities: Piaseczno and Sulejowek (co-operation in the
areas of school youth exchange and business missions
organisation), ~

e Podlaskie Voivodship and the municipality of Zakopane
(tourism-focused promotion of regions offering high value for
tourists);

The Estonian side will name participants and organising partners of seminars.
The Committee approved of the support of such initiatives and their promotion at the EU

forum.

The Committee underlined with satisfaction the fact that the co-operation among the regions
and the local governments of both countries had improved sigpificantly. It is worth pointing
out that new communes and Polish towns, such as Serock and Andrychoéw have taken steps
towards expanding relations with their Estonian partners. The Committee supported the
activity of local authorities of both countries and endorsed the further rapid development of

this form of co-operation.

The Committee considered the EU policy towards neighbouring countries as a crucial area of
co-operation, especially EU relations with the countries situated beyond its eastern border. It
is in the interest of both Poland and Estonia to develop the new quality of co-operation with

the new eastern neighbours within the framework of the EU.

The Committee welcomed the information on the co-operation within the framework of CBC
programmes in the Baltic Sea Region and on the possibilities for further co-operation within

the framework of the EU Interreg I B and I C initiatives.

The Committee pointed out that the growing involvement of our countries in the regional co-
operation in the Baltic Sea Region should contribute to strengthening relations between
Poland and Estonia. The co-operation within the framework of Council of the Baltic Sea

States gains considerable significance.



The Committee recognized the priorities adopted by the Polish presidency within the
sramework of Council of the Baltic Sea States. The most fundamental priorities are as
follows: the expansion of both cross-border and interregional co-operation, the promotion of
co-operation along the eastern border of the UE which diminishes the differences in the social
and economic development, the co-operation among regional and local structures such as
Conference of the Subregional Co-operation of the Baltic Sea States, Union of the Baitic

Cities and euroregions.

The Committee acknowledged, that the reason of our satisfaction is the increasing of trade
balance between our countries. In connection to the fact, that development of economic co-
operation particularly the promoting  activities, as well as the access to the professional
information on the conditions of the running business in both countries it was acknowledged,
that this field of co-operation could be an important element of the interregional co-operation.
The chambers of commerce and economic associations should be encouraged to the co-

operation in this area.

The Committee acknowledged that tourism is an important sector of economy, as well as the
platform of better understanding of the both countres societies. The Committee welcomed
with satisfaction the agreement between the ministries responsible for the tourism matters,
acknowledged that it creates the proper conditions to the development of co-operation in this

arca.

The Committee stated that the platform of Polish - Estonian exchange of information on the
external border of EU could be also the Subcommittee for the regional and crossborder
co-operation within the framework of PCA between BEU and Russia, that have been

established recently.

Co-operation within the framework of this body could support the development of civil
society, co-operation of local self-government, the improvement of security and the

improvement of living standards of the societies along new EU external border.

The Committee acknowledged the priority character of the co-operation in the exchange of
experiences between local governments on solutions to their municipal and social problems in

such areas as welfare, counteracting unemployment, ecology, utilities.



The Committee accepted the information on the organizing by the Polish side an international
Conference on cross - border co-operation (Warsaw, 21% — 22* April 2005), the goal of
which is reviewing the achievements of transfrontier co-operation as well as the role of so
called Madrid Convention of the Council of Europe in consolidating European co-operation

and unity.

The committee decided that the fourth meeting of the Committee would be held in 2005 in the

territory of the Republic of Estonia.
