· Developing detailed content for lectures, auditorium exercises, and laboratory classes;
· Preparing teaching aids, including textbooks, scripts, computer presentations, and laboratory manuals, and making them available for inspection by the Head of the Department;

· Conducting tests, exams, and other assessment activities;
· Participating in organizational work for the benefit of the educational process;
· Conducting scientific research and development projects;
